Notice: The Hague Adoption Convention Enters
Into Force for Fiji

On August 1, 2012, the Hague Convention on Protection of Children and Co-
Operation in Respect of Intercountry Adoption entered into force for Fiji. 
The Department of State has not received information from the
Government of Fiji on its plans for implementing the Convention.  The
United States cannot process Convention intercountry adoptions until the
Government of Fiji implements an effective Convention intercountry
adoption process.

We caution adoption service providers and prospective adoptive parents
that, to ensure that adoptions from Fiji will comply with the Convention,
important steps must take place before intercountry adoptions between the
United States and Fiji resume.  Adoption service providers should neither
initiate nor claim to initiate adoption programs in Fiji until the Department
of State notifies them that it has resumed adoptions in Fiji.
