Important Notice to Immigrant Visa Applicants
Concerning Vaccination Requirements

Changes to United States Immigration Law in September, 1996, now require immigrant visa
applicants to obtain certain vaccinations (listed below) prior to the issuance of an immigrant
visa. Panel physicians who conduct medical examinations on behalf of immigrant visa
applicants are now required to verify that immigrant visa applicants have met the new
vaccination requirement, or that it is medically inappropriate for the visa applicant to receive
one or more of the listed vaccinations:

MUMPS, MEASLES, RUBELLA, POLIO, TETANUS AND DIPHTHERIA TOXOIDS,
PERTUSSIS, INFLUENZAE TYPE B (HIB), HEPATTITIS B, VARICELLA,
PNEUMOCOCCAL, INFLUENZA, ROTAVIRUS, HEPATITIS A, MENINGOCOCCAL,
HUMAN PAPILLOMAVIRUS (HPV), AND ZOSTER.

In order to assist the panel physician, and to avoid delays in the processing of an immigrant
visa, all immigrant visa applicants should have their vaccination records available for the
panel physician's review at the time of the immigrant medical examination. Visa applicants
should consult with their regular health care provider to obtain a copy of their immunization
record, if one is available. If you do not have vaccination record, the panel physician will
work with you to determine which vaccinations you may need to meet the requirement.
Certain waivers of the vaccination requirement are available upon the recommendation of
the panel physician.

Only a physician can determine which of the listed vaccination are medically appropriate for
you, given your age, medical history and current medical condition.
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IMMIGRANT VISA MEDICAL EXAMINATION

Immigrant, Fiance and LIFE Act visa applicants, regardless of age, must undergo a medical
examination at a designated facility according to U.S. Public Health Service guidelines
(www.cdc.gov/ncidod/dg/health.htm). The medical examination fee is W150,000 for adults
and W90,000 for applicants under 15. Fees for any required vaccinations are additional.
Fiance and LIFE act visa applicants do not need vaccinations. It is the applicant’s
responsibility to arrange for a medical examination directly with one of the designated
facilities.

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IMMIGRANT VISA MEDICAL EXAMINATION

Immigrant, Fiance and LIFE Act visa applicants, regardless of age, must undergo a medical
examination at a designated facility according to U.S. Public Health Service guidelines
(www.cdc.gov/ncidod/dg/health.htm). The medical examination fee is US$115 for adults
and US$75 for applicants under 15 in Mongolia, and W150,000 for adults and W90,000 for
applicants under 15 in Korea. Fees for any required vaccinations are additional. Fiance and
K3 visa applicants do not need vaccinations. Itis the applicant’s responsibility to arrange for
a medical examination directly with one of the designated facilities.
