The K-1 Visa Process and Requirements for Your Interview

Almaty, Kazakhstan
(Russian translation follows/Pycckwuii nepeBox Hike)
Overview:

After USCIS approves the 1-129F petition, it is sent to the National Visa Center (NVC) for
further processing, and NVC will send it to the U.S. Embassy or Consulate where the foreign
citizen fiancé(e) will apply for a K-1 nonimmigrant visa.

When the Consular Section receives the petition, we will send instructions by email on how to
schedule your interview and prepare for it. Do not attempt to schedule an appointment before
you receive an email from the U.S. Consulate General Almaty stating your case is ready for
interview.

Before Your Interview:

After you receive the email from the consulate, you may begin the process of applying for and
scheduling your interview. This starts with filling out the DS-160 form. Each applicant applying
for a fiancée visa - including derivative children - must have their own DS-160 visa application.
The DS-160 form must be submitted online, and the printed confirmation page must be brought
to the interview. You will not be permitted to attend your interview without a DS-160
confirmation page.

We are unable to answer any
questions or provide guidance on this process.

- Print and keep the DS-160 barcode page. You will not need to print the full
application.

- You must schedule a visa interview appointment online. The U.S. Embassy or
Consulate does not schedule an appointment for you.

- Pay the visa application processing fee. Review the payment instructions.

While requesting your interview appointment, you must also complete your delivery
confirmation information page. You must select a delivery option and address for your passport's
return prior to attending your immigrant visa interview appointment. When you select your
document delivery option and address, be sure to have the Immigrant Case Number available.
Once your visa application is approved, your documents will be returned to you at the address
you indicated in your profile, created when registering your delivery confirmation prior to
attending your interview. We provide two delivery options to collect passports: free Pick Up
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from VFS Global offices in Almaty or Nur-Sultan, or Premium (paid) Delivery service to receive
passports at a home or office address within supported areas in the territory of Republic of
Kazakhstan. More detailed information is available here. Please make sure that your contact
details in your ustraveldocs.com website profile are accurate. Applicants who reside outside of
Kazakhstan are advised to select the pick-up location in Almaty as their delivery option.

Preparing for Your Interview:

Once your interview is scheduled, there are several documents you should start gathering to
bring to your appointment:

e Completed Form DS-160, Online Nonimmigrant Visa Application. You (and any
eligible children applying for K-2 visas) must: (1) complete Form DS-160 and (2) print
the DS-160 confirmation page to bring to your interview. Also, please send all
confirmation pages to usakz@state.gov.

o A passport valid for travel to the United States with a validity date at least six months
beyond your intended date of entry into the United States.

« Birth certificate (original and a copy with English translation)

« Divorce or death certificate(s) of any previous spouse(s) for both you and the U.S.
citizen sponsor (original and a copy with English translation)

« Police certificates (original and a copy with English translation) from your present
country of residence and all countries where you have lived for one year or more since
age 16. Police certificates are also required for accompanying children age 16 or older.

o Medical examination for each applicant

« Evidence of financial support (Form 1-134, Affidavit of Support, and supporting tax
documents may be requested)

e Two 2” x 2” photographs for each applicant. See the required photo format explained
in Photograph Requirements.

« Evidence of relationship with your U.S. citizen fiancé(e)

o Fee payment receipt

Note: The consular officer may ask for additional information, such as photographs and other
proof that the relationship with your U.S. citizen fiancé(e) is genuine. Documents in foreign
languages should be translated. Applicants should take to the visa interview clear, legible
photocopies of civil documents and translations, such as birth and divorce certificates. Original
documents will be returned.
